Quote: "The attention we give to a child
when he first begins to talk to us is sig-
nificant. Often a child is so excited about
talking about being able to express himself
that he stutters. This is a very natural stage
in the development of verbal language and a
sign for the adult to stop, look, and listen, NOT to
supply the missing word, or to comment on the stutter.
When the child is sure that he will be listened to he will usually
calm down and learn to speak more clearly."
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
